Policy

Policy 3.1

Credit Hour Load Policy

Students registering for more than 21 credit hours (more than 16 credit hours for summer
term) must have a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher and the permission of their advisor and
the Vice President of Academics. Any student enrolled in two or more colleges concurrently
during a semester shall give each college complete enrollment information including the
name of each college enrolled, the number of credit hours taken, the class schedules,
and other relevant information.

Any student who exceeds 21 credit hours during a semester without prior approval of

the home college or fails to give complete and accurate enrollment information shall be
prohibited from taking courses at any community college for one academic year.
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
