 Financial Aid Pell Recalculation Policy 

In accordance with federal and state regulations, Beaufort County Community College 
establishes a Pell Recalculation date (PRD) each semester at 12:01 a.m. on the 8th 
calendar day after the add/drop period to determine a student’s enrollment status for 
disbursing federal, state and college aid.  
 

Financial aid is processed towards courses that are required for the student’s program 
of study and enrollment is finalized by the registrar’s census date. Credit Hours will not 
change after 12:01 a.m. on the 8th calendar day after the add/drop period. Students 
must be registered for all parts of term before the freeze date to receive a Federal Pell 
Grant for that class.  
 

Financial aid award amounts associated with late starting classes will not be disbursed 
until attendance is confirmed in those classes. Students should plan accordingly with 
regard to financial aid refunds when enrolled in classes that start at some point after the 
start of the term.  
 

This policy applies to all students receiving Title IV financial aid for purposes of 
Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) and it is also used to determine enrollment 
status (fulltime, part-time, etc.) for students receiving Title IV Pell grants and some state 
aid programs.  
 

This policy is subject to change in order to comply with administrative and regulatory 
requirements. In such situations, students and staff will be notified of any change in this 
policy as soon as practicable. The point of contact regarding this policy is the Financial 
Aid Director.  
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
